The girls knew that they were young and inexperienced 
going into the 2008-2009 basketball season. What they  
didn’t realize however is how much they would miss the 
4 senior starters from last year’s team. It took the girls 
some time to get used to the pace of a varsity basketball 
game compared to those on the lower levels, but once 
they      acclimated themselves to the varsity level of play 
things began to click for the Lions. This year’s team 
more than any of the others in past seasons relied upon 
team basketball to get the job accomplished. Starting the 
season at 0-7 things did not look good for the Lions,  
however it was at this point things began to change. The 
team began to make tremendous strides in all facets of 
the game. People began to understand what Lisle varsity 
basketball is all about. From this point on the team went 
10 and 10 for the rest of the season. The Lions finished 
6th in conference with a 6-5 record and finished the     
season with a 10-17 record. The key for the season how-
ever was not the wins and losses, but the remarkable   
improvement the girls made during the season in prepar-
ing for the future. Chelsea Peterson and Jackie Todd 
were named All-Conference. 

The Lisle freshman basketball team finished the season with a 5-19 record and 4-5 “b” team record   
under head coach Jason Wiertel. The freshman “a” team was led by starters Kazim Khan, Ty Howell, 
Nick Leonard, Pat Webb, and Robbie Dean.  Parker Murray was a contributor on both teams.  The b 
bombers were led by Dylan Sinn, Bryce Conrad, Nick Olson, Cori Beckman, Julian Velazquez, Blake 
Billings, and were coached by Pat Brusveen.   The teams improved throughout the season and despite 
the losing record have a bright future in the Lisle basketball program. 
The Lisle sophomore boys basketball team ended there season with a loss to Manteno 56-43. The Lions 
played hard and gave an all out effort during practices and games throughout the year. They struggled to 
score at times which hurt their chances of competing in the games. Putting together four quarters was 
difficult and numerous turnovers left them out of some games they fought so hard in. Lisle finished with 
an overall record of 2-21 and in conference play 1-11. Their record doesn’t really speak for the strides 
they made this year as individuals and as a team. Despite being on the losing side for the majority of the 
season, the players’ attitudes and effort was always positive. 



The Lisle Lions Girls Bowling team concluded one of their most successful seasons. They finished their      
season with a 14 and 2 record including wins over Romeoville, Hinsdale South, and Downers Grove North. 
As a team, the girls finished the year with a combined average scratch game of 812, which is a 2436 three 
game series.  They defeated Herscher and Peotone, the only other I-8 schools to feature bowling, in individ-
ual matches and again when all three met for an unofficial conference championship. The girls also per-
formed well in tournaments placing 5th of 16 teams in our host tournament in December and then finishing 
2nd of 8 teams at the Hinsdale Central Invitational in January. Despite not placing as well as they would 
have hoped, they also set new highs for pinfall at the Dixon Invitational with a 4892 (an 815 average) series 
for six games and at Sectionals with a 4946 (an 824 average) for six games.  The JV team also had a success-
ful season as they finished with a 9 and 4 record. They placed 2nd of 15 teams at the IMSA Invitational with 
several girls coming home with individual medals as well. 
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   Wrestling 
The Lisle wrestling team had a successful season finishing their dual season with a 19-3 record, 9-2 in the 
Interstate 8 conference.  Lisle won numerous tournaments including Tolono Unity, The Steve Melichar    
Invitational at Lisle, and the IHSA regional which qualified the whole team for the dual team sectional. Lisle 
lost in the dual team sectional to Wilmington to end the season and therefore did not advance down state. 
There were numerous individual accomplishments this year.  The Lions had five all-conference wrestlers:  
Brad Blechschmidt, Brandon Wolak, David Pawlowicz, Kevin Murray, and Ryan Burris.  Kevin was the 
lone I-8 conference tournament champion.  Lisle won the regional title at Walther Lutheran and advanced all 
12 wrestlers to the sectional tournament.  Regional tournament champions were Brad Blechschmidt,       
Brandon Wolak, Henry Yan, John Franck, Jake Kretman, and Kevin Murray.  The Lions took a hit at the   
sectional tournament, but had three wrestlers advance to the state tournament at The     University of Illinois 
in Champaign.  Qualifying for the state tournament were Brad Blechschmidt, David Pawlowicz, and Kevin 
Murray.  The team loses six seniors in the varsity starting line-up, but there are young wrestlers ready to take 
their spots.  Overall the season was a success and it was definitely exciting!
